He had an illustrious high school career, playing with the Illinois All-State Jazz Band, the Grammy Band, and jazz masters Orbert Davis and Von Freeman. 

Ivan was a star performer at the 2002 Essentially Ellington competition where he met Wynton Marsalis. This meeting led him to enroll in the Julliard School of Music. 

In addition to touring with Mulgrew Miller’s trio and sextet, Ivan plays with Soul Cycle, the Julliard Jazz Orchestra, and studies with Ron Carter.
